o G.C.S.E. A*C in English and Mathematics (students who have not achieved this will be required
to resit the examination)

To study National Diploma / A Level route

o Five or more G.C.S.E. passes at the highest grades (A*-C)

o G.C.S.E. A*C in English and Mathematics (students who have not achieved this will be required
to resit the examination)

Course Structure

The A Level Route

Year 12 Choose 4 A.S. Level courses, sitting examinations at the end of the year.
Students are taught for 21 hours per week, with the remaining time spent
on private study and enrichment

Year 13 Specialise by cashing in 1 A.S. Level and following the other 3 at A2 to
complete 3 full A Levels. Students are taught for 15 hours per week, with
the remaining time spent on private study and enrichment

The National Diploma / A Level route

Year 12 Choose one National Diploma, plus one A.S. Level. Students are taught
for 16 hours per week, with the remaining time spent on private study and
enrichment

Year 13 Continue with and complete the National Diploma. Progress to A2 from

the A.S. Level. Students are taught for 15 hours per week, with the
remaining time spent on private study and enrichment
